	1) Trade Directories.  
Accessed mainly in book form, these identify the individual, trade, and street address, these provide giving individual data plus picture of locality.

	2) UK Census data. 
From 1841 onwards, individuals were asked to state their occupation.

	3) Certificate data: 
Parents on Birth certificates, both parties on a marriage certificate, and death certificates – all provide occupational information relating to an individual.
