Fairtrade City Status
Following the Steering Group Meeting at the end of October, our submission for on-going status as a Fairtrade City is with Fairtrade Foundation for ratification.  In the period since March 2005, we have seen a 60% to 70% increase in outlets making Fairtrade available, major progress in Churches and Schools, events with national profile coming to Hull, and a significant uplift in Fairtrade awareness in the region.  Hull University is poised to become a Fairtrade University having made outstanding progress in their Fairtrade catering provision.

We note (with pleasure) also the appearance of Fairtrade Kids Bananas in several Sainsbury’s at Jacksons stores.  Also, at least one Jacko’s has Maya Gold (Chants Ave), are there any more?
