Hull’s Fairtrade Superstar goes international.

Martin Budd of Hull City Council and Joint Leader of Hull’s Fairtrade City Project spoke at the Fairtrade Foundation International Fairtrade Towns conference earlier this week (Tuesday 21st November).  An audience from countries in North and South America, Australasia and Europe heard about Fairtrade in local government, and Fairtrade development in Hull.  Our fame as a Fairtrade city is spreading.

Sainsbury’s at Jacksons and Bananas / Retail Fairtrade availability 

We note (with pleasure) the introduction of Kids bananas in the Avenues area stores, please could recipients in other parts of Hull, and other towns that have a Sainsbury’s at Jacksons store, check for Fairtrade bananas and let me know the result?  A return e-mail, short and pithy, will do fine.

With Divine Chocolate in Clements News, Princes Avenue, and the outbreak of Maya Gold in stores with Cadbury’s (Woolworth’s, WH Smith), there are now 53 outlets listed on the Project Website directory of Fairtrade and ethical retailers.  Not all count towards FT Foundation goals, as some have only one product.  And we all now have concerns about the ethical future of the Body Shop.  However, 40 outlets out of the 53 offer a choice if Fairtrade Labelled products.

Fairtrade Catering in Hull moves up a rung.

New outlets offering Fairtrade labelled beverages include:

· Leonardo’s Café in the covered Market, Northside of Holy Trinity Church (3 Clipper Fairtrade Teas) 
· Hull College, Queen’s Gardens (Fairtrade Coffee, Dubble bars) 
· Hull College, Canon Street (Fairtrade Coffee, Dubble bars) 
· Hull College, Park Street (Fairtrade Coffee, Dubble bars) 
· The Learning Zone, KC Stadium (Fairtrade Coffee, Dubble bars) 
· Hull Royal Infirmary, Anlaby Road (Fairtrade coffee, juices) 
· Castle Hill Hospital, Cottingham (Fairtrade coffee, juices) 
· Hornbeams B&B (Fairtrade Tea, Coffee, Breakfast, bed linen) 
· Greggs King Edward Street (Orange Juice) 
The total list of catering outlets is 47 of which 37 offer a choice of Fairtrade labelled products.

The above shows good progress in November 2006, and since we submitted for re-certification as a Fairtrade City.

Penny Newman, the CEO of Cafedirect, has been nominated for the Great Britons 2006 awards - one of only two ethical business people featured, 
against the CEOs of Tesco, M&S, Sainsburys & Trinity Mirror (none known for their ethical business credentials...)
